rom Monday, September 22, F2025. staff and students of  
Michael Okpara University of 

Agriculture, Umudike (MOUAU) will 
enjoy a subsidized transport fare of 300 
naira only from Amawon, Oboro to 
Umuahia town, the Vice-Chancellor of 
the University, Prof. Maduebibisi Ofo 
Iwe, has announced. 

Prof. Iwe announced the new transport 
scheme, through the Head of Transport 
Unit, Engr. Tobechukwu Ohaeri, 
during a meeting with all staff of the 
University held on Wednesday, 17 
September 2025.

In a telephone chat with MOUAU 
News, Engr. Ohaeri further revealed

that the new transport service would 
operate from the University Gate to the 
Federal Medical Centre (FMC) Junction 
(Umudike Junction), proceed through 
Finbarrs, return to Amawom, and then 
back to the University Gate. 

Engr. Ohaeri also stated that the buses 
will operate from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. 
daily, with an initial plan of one trip in 
the morning and another in the evening. 

He added that the scheme would be 
periodically reviewed to assess the 
possibility of introducing more trips and 
additional vehicles as demand increases. 

Engr. Ohaeri further noted that staff and 
students wishing to use the service will be 

required to present their valid 
University identity cards and pay a 
subsidized fare per trip at the point of 
boarding.

Explaining the rationale behind the 
scheme, Ohaeri said it is part of 
MOUAU’s wider commitment to 
easing the financial burden on staff 
and students who ply the road daily. 

He also noted that the scheme is 
expected to improve punctuality, 
productivity, and general welfare.

MOUAU News observed that staff of 
the University were excited at the 
announcement of the transport 
scheme and the subsidized rate.

MOUAU set to achieve its long-term goals as 
Governing Council approves Strategic Plan (2025-2030)

he Governing Council of TMichael Okpara University 
of Agriculture, Umudike 

ha s  o f f i c i a l l y  approved  the 
Institution’s Strategic Plan for 
2025–2030, marking a new phase in 

the University’s drive for a guided 
plan to achieving its long-term goals 
and evaluating growth annually.
The approval of the cri t ical 
document was announced by the 
V i c e  C h a n c e l l o r ,  P r o f . 

Maduebibisis Ofo Iwe, during a 
meeting with staff at the Public 
Lecture Theatre on Wednesday 17th 
September, 2025.

He explained that the Strategic Plan, 
which had been under review since 
January, has now been finalized with 
the act ive support  of the 8th 
Governing Council.

According to the VC, the Strategic 
Plan “tells the University where it is 
now, direction to develop within the 
lifespan of the Plan, and how to 
achieve the development plan”.

He commended the Governing

document.

Meanwhile, Prof. Iwe revealed that, 
in addition to the Strategic Plan, the 
University has successfully reviewed 
a n d  u p d a t e d  t h e  S t u d e n t s 
Information Handbook and the 
Academic Brief, while the review of 
the Conditions of Service is at the 
final stages. 

He commended Senate of MOUAU 
for standing up to the occasion in 
setting up various Committees that 
worked on the documents and 
ensured their timely conclusions. 

The Vice-Chancellor noted that the 
reviewed documents will strengthen 
admin i s t ra t ion  and  keep  the 
University’s operations aligned with 
global best practices.
